Course Outcome
Semester I

CO 1: WRITING SKILLS

Objectives: 

1.The goal of this course is to introduce students to communication theory, fundamentals, and tools, as well as to instill in them critical communication skills that should be used in personal, social, and professional relationships.

2. The need of clear and effective communication has grown significantly in the setting of fast globalization and growing acknowledgement of social and cultural diversity. As a result, this course aims to address some of these issues through an interactive form of teaching-learning and a focus on several communication skills dimensions.
3.Some of the areas touched by the course includes- Language of Communication, Various speaking skills such as personal communication, social interaction and communication in professional situation such as interviews, groups discussion and office environments, important reading skills as well as writing skills such as report writing, note-making etc.

Outcomes:

After the completion of the course, the learners shall develop a significant communicative and writing skills. They will also be able to learn to communicate in different environments like interviews, group discussions and office environment.  They will also be able to develop several writing skills such as report writing, note-making and essay writing etc.
C0 2: ALTERNATIVE ENGLISH
Objectives: 

1. The course introduces very significant Prose Pieces and Short Stories both by the Indian and foreign writers which will enable the readers to know about the various literary and cultural cannon in the contemporary age.
2. The course also serves as an alternative to the students who do not possess the necessary skills to enroll in any of the modern Indian languages offered as part of the undergraduate curriculum as per the syllabus of the university.

Outcomes:

After the completion of the course, the students will receive a brief idea about various literary and cultural cannon in the contemporary age. As the course includes the writing of the authors like – Leo Tolstoy, R.K. Narayan, Saadat Hasan Manto, M.V.C. Jeffreys and many more, the readers will also be able to derive aesthetic pleasure by reading those Prose and Short Stories.

Bachelor of Arts (English Core)
Course Outcome: 

Semester I 

CO 1: INDIAN CLASSICAL LITERATURE.

Objectives:  
1. This course's goal is to introduce students to the rich cultural heritage of ancient Indian literature, particularly Sanskrit literature.
2. The course introduces various Sanskrit plays penned by Kalidas, and great Indian epics like- the Ramayana, the Mahabharata. With the hope of enlightening the students with the regional Classical Literature, the course also introduces the plays of Srimanta Sankardeva. 
3. The course intends to provide the taste of the classical literature that flourished in India and how these master pieces reflect the Indian history and culture.

Outcome

After the successful completion of the course learners will be able to comprehend and appreciate the rich Indian classical literary legacy, as well as its distinct aesthetic ideas, after finishing this course.  
CO 2: EUROPEAN CLASSICAL LITERATURE.

Objectives:

1. Classical literature in Europe refers to the works of ancient Greece and Rome. The study of 'ancient Greek literature' entails a study of pre-Christian literature written in Greek by non-Christians throughout the first six centuries of the Christian era.
2. The importance of this course stems from the fact that English literature is significantly influenced by Greek and Roman classics. Whether it's tragedy or comedy, satire or criticism, epic or lyric, the influence of classical literature may plainly be seen in the works of English authors.
Outcome:

After the completion of the course, the learners will be able to have a better understanding of the European Classical Literature.  As the classical literature influences the English Literature to a great extent, thus the course will help the students to grasp the origins of the Western literary paradigm after completing the course.

Semester II

CO 3: INDIAN WRITING IN ENGLISH
Objectives:

1. Indian Writing in English refers to the corpus of works produced by Indian writers who write in English and whose original tongue is one of India's many languages. This course portrays the Indian culture, social values, and even Indian history in an authentic Indian way. 
2. The purpose of this course is to introduce students to Indian writing in English from the colonial to postcolonial eras. Identity politics, gender disparities, home, dislocation, and language, among other topics, will be highlighted in order to comprehend the diversity of Indian culture and tradition across spatiality.
Outcomes:

After completing this course, students will be able to appreciate the diversity of Indian customs and traditions, map the intellectual trajectory from pre-independence to post-independence, and get a sense of the progress that Indian writers in English are making, for which they are receiving accolades both at home and abroad.

CO 4: BRIISH POETRY AND DRAMA: 14TH TO 17TH CENTURIES

Objectives: 

1. The goal of this course is to introduce students to British poetry and play from Chaucer to Shakespeare. The texts assigned are from the Chaucer’s era, the pre-Elizabethan era, and the Elizabethan era.

2. This course emphasizes Shakespeare's works, with a tragedy, comedy, and two sonnets required. The spirit of the Renaissance is captured in Marlowe's play, which puts the Elizabethan age into correct perspective.

Outcomes:

Learners will be able to assess the impact of the European Renaissance on the works of Elizabethan authors, including Shakespeare, after finishing this course.

Semester III

CO: 5 American Literature

Objectives: 

1. The goal of this course is to introduce students to American literature, a topic that, in comparison to the literature of Britain and Continental Europe, is relatively new in its development.
2. The reality or illusion of the Great American Dream, the transcendentalist movement, the history of slavery in the South, the Great Depression, and other issues all serve as important contexts in American history and literature, and this course will make every effort to emphasize these issues as much as possible. 

Outcome:

Learners are expected to get a sense of American literature and be able to comprehend the poetics and politics of a literature marked by both liberal and reactionary values.

CO: 6 Popular Literature
Objectives:
1. The term "popular literature" refers to works written for a general readership or that have a huge following. It differs from artistic literature which primarily is intended to entertain. The goal of this course is to familiarize students with popular literature, such as crime thrillers, graphic novels, children's literature, and other genres that purists consider to be "low-brow" and intended for public consumption.

2. The course also emphasizes on the literature that is liked by all the sections of the society which will help the students to distinguish how the popular literature and artistic literature have different literary techniques.

Outcome:

After completing this course, it is hoped that students would be able to recognize the presence of a creative space and process that has the ability to touch readers in ways that high-brow literature cannot due to its tendency to appeal to a narrow audience.

CO 7: BRITISH POETRY AND DRAMA: 17TH AND 18TH CENTURIES.

Objectives: 

1.  Political events such as the Puritan Interregnum and the Restoration influenced English writing in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries. This course shall provide a history of all these events in detail.
2. From Elizabethan literature's romantic excesses to literature distinguished by restraint and discipline during 17th and 18th century, students would be able to experience a wide range of emotions that define a period while also separating it from others.

Outcome: 

Learners will be able to comprehend how English theatre and poetry evolved to highlight the necessity of adhering to classical principles and forms once they have completed this course.
Semester IV

CO: 8 BRITISH LITERATURE: 18TH CENTRUTY

Objective: 

1. This course continues with eighteenth-century literature and includes a variety of genres. The eighteenth century saw the emergence of new techniques of creative expression, which is provided to the learners through this course.

2. Gender issues were also given a lot of weight in this era. This age has been dubbed the Age of Enlightenment, because 'reason' has become the hub from which human activities and cognition emerge. As a result of the positivist ethos that prevailed at this time, a fundamental philosophical shift occurred. Thus, these course intends to sum up all these literary characteristics that took place during this period.

Outcome:

Learners will be able to understand the spirit of the era, as well as the literature that embodies that spirit, after completing this course.
CO 9: BRITISH ROMANTIC LITERATURE

Objective: 

1. The course stives to present it readers with all the sprit of the Romantic Age. The age shows a great transition as the literature of this period was very light and liberal as compared to its preceding age, which is discussed in detail in this course.

2.The highly creative, rhetorical, emotive, visionary, philosophical, epical, sensuous components of the works, especially in poetry, gave considerable heft to this literature praising Nature in all its beauty, grandeur, and terror during this age. As the readers continue with this course, they will be able to comprehend how literature depicts nature at its fullest beauty during this age.
3. The age also introduces the student with a new genre “The Gothic Fiction” which is developed during this period.

Outcome: 

It is intended that the students would be able to recognize and understand the qualities of literature that is marked by emotion, passion, love for nature, and the use of imagination, among other things, in order to create a work of art that will be a source of joy for all time.

CO10: BRITISH LITERATURE: 19TH CENTRURY

Objective:

1. The nineteenth century is representative of a spiritual crisis that had developed as a result of the tremendous influence of scientific ideology. Utilitarian ideas, which encourage personal advancement at the expense of societal duty, were ingrained in people's daily lives. Thus, the course provides details of all these changes that took place in the society during this age. 
2. This course portrays the attitude of the age that finds ample illustration in the works of the nineteenth-century novelists and poets. This period, especially after 1837 is termed as ‘Victorian’ literature – a term that evokes notions of propriety, prudishness, censorship, among others, that was in sharp relief against the spirit of the erstwhile Romantic period.

3. The course also strives to educate its students about ground-breaking theories proposed by Darwin, Marx, and Freud, which have had such an impact on people's cognitive processes that their impacts may still be felt today.
Outcome:

The learners after the completion of the course will be in a position to appreciate the philosophical shift that came about due to the crises of faith linked to the culture of positivism that displayed its full presence during the Victorian period. It is also intended that they will be able to grasp and analyze notions such as utilitarianism, surplus value, Victorian prudishness, and survival of the fittest, among others.

Semester V 

CO 11: WOMEN’S WRITING

Objectives: 

1. The dominance of men over women is unquestionably the truest reality about human society. In many aspects of life, patriarchy thinks that men are superior to women. As a result, women were denied the right to express themselves publicly or in writing. The fact that women were forced to use male pseudonyms in order to attract readers is only one example of how patriarchal ideology has a grasp on society as a whole. Women find it difficult to express their opinions because 'phallocentric' ideology has effectively silenced them. Thus, the course thrives to break this notion regarding women and introduces various texts written by women which depict there dominated status and talks about their emancipation.
2. The goal of this course is to introduce students to women's writing in order to highlight how power works to keep women from expressing their opinions. Apart from that, the course will attempt to place women's writing in a realm that transcends or subverts the male literary tradition in a variety of ways.

Outcome:

After finishing this course, it is hoped that the students would be more aware of gender-related issues and will be able to see things from the perspective of the Other.

CO 12: BRITISH LITERATURE: THE EARLY 20TH CENTURY
Objectives: 

1. Early twentieth-century British writing was marked by experimentation on both a formal and a content level. The imperialistic World War I had such an impact on people's minds across Europe that they began to exhibit numerous neurotic symptoms. This course tries to display all these characteristics through the literature produced during the age.
2. The study also explores how Capitalism, by its dehumanized processes and practices, created alienated and disenfranchised people, resulting in a philosophical change contained in symbolism, existentialism, cubism, Dadaism, expressionism, and nihilism.

Outcome:

This course is expected to benefit students by introducing them to ideas such as stream-of-consciousness, Oedipus complex, avant-garde, gyre, and interior monologue, among others.

CO 13: DISCIPLINE SPECIFIC ELECTIVE (DSE) COURSE:
DSE 1: MODERN INDIAN WRITING IN ENGLISH TRANSLATION

Objective: 

This course is designed to introduce students to the works of Indian writers who work on regional literature from north to south, west to east.

Outcome: 

After finishing this course, students should be able to appreciate India's literature, which is available in a variety of regional languages. They'd be able to comprehend the political, social, and economic issues that influence people across cultures and locations.

    DSE 2: LITERATURE OF THE INDIAN DIASPORA

Objectives: 

The goal of this course is to introduce students to Indian diaspora literature while also addressing the challenges that plague writers who have migrated abroad despite having Indian ancestry and emotional makeup.

Outcomes:
Learners should be able to comprehend the complexities of living as hyphenated identities in a space other than their 'home' after finishing this course. They'll have a greater understanding of the postcolonial predicament of identities stuck between the desire for a better life overseas and the recognition of the futility of such rootless mobility.

DSE 3: LITERARY CRITICISM

Objectives:

From the Romantic period to the present, this course provides an overview of significant developments in literary criticism. The critical trajectory includes Wordsworth and Coleridge's Romantic theory of poetry, Woolf and Eliot's modernist poetics, Richards and Cleanth Brooks' New Criticism, and an introduction to newer tendencies in criticism, particularly feminist criticism.

Outcomes:

By instilling the values of what constitutes excellent and terrible literature, criticism allows one to comprehend, appreciate, and evaluate literary texts. Learners should be able to comprehend the texts in terms of their settings, which could be solely aesthetic, historical, literary, or political. They would be able to read texts using the philosophies of several reading procedures.

DSE 4: WORLD LITERATURES

Objectives: 

World literature can refer to the aggregate total of all of the world's national literatures, although it usually refers to the distribution of works outside of their country of origin. It is significant in that it allows students to understand the structure and substance of texts from various spatialities.

Outcomes: 

The student will be able to identify and analyze a variety of major works of world literature by the end of the course; compare and contrast writing styles and generic forms from different periods and cultures; identify major themes of representative poetic and fictional works; and trace the influence of one literature on another.

Semester VI

CO 14: MODERN EUROPEAN DRAMA

Objectives:

1. Drama was forced to shut down during the Puritan Interregnum, but it was revived in the twentieth century. Despite the fact that the resurgence began during the Restoration Period, it waned during the Romantic and Victorian periods. The paper will provide its readers with a general idea about the decline of the drama during the Puritan age and how it again developed during the restoration period.
2. The course will also help its readers to read Europe's best modern plays against the backdrop of the period's defining events.

Outcomes:

It is envisaged that after finishing this course, learners will be in a comfortable position to understand Modern drama and its associated problems.

CO 15: POSTCOLONIAL LITERATURES 

Objectives:

1. Learners will be introduced to postcolonial literature in this course. The importance of postcolonial studies in a globalized society where colonialism has influenced the lives of more than three-quarters of the globe's population cannot be overstated.

2. The course is primarily concerned with literary texts and literary analysis. The literary works chosen are English-language publications from countries that were once colonized, including those that are now referred to as "the Commonwealth." We will use postcolonial theory to critically engage with texts within a postcolonial framework in this course.

3. Language, identity, point of view, displacement, physical and mental Colonization, Decolonization, Nationalism, Fundamentalism, Globalization and Diaspora, Colonial Legacy, Gender and Sexuality, Regionalism, Ethnicity, Genocide, Race, and so on will be discussed in the course, as well as how such issues are expressed in literary texts.
Outcome:

By the end of the course, students should be familiar with both the texts and the circumstances of the time period.

CO 16: DISCIPLINE SPECIFIC ELECTIVE (DSE) COURSE:

DSE 5: LITERARY THEORY
Objectives:

Literary theory is a discipline that is currently in high demand among academics. It entails employing discourse/s to read texts. These discourses have political, social, economic, gendered, and cultural values, and reading literature through such discursive lenses leads to various and heterogeneous interpretations of texts. The goal of this course is to introduce students to four important discourses or theories which includes Marxism, Feminism, Poststructuralism, and Postcolonial Studies.

Outcomes: 

By the end of this course, students will be able to identify some of the most important texts in discourses about class, gender, power, language, race, identity, and so on. They will be able to connect their literary reading to such ideas, which will help them with their interpretative skills.

DSE 6: LITERATURE AND CINEMA

Objectives: 

This course examines the connections between film and literature, focusing on works that are linked by genre, topic, and style across the two mediums. Its goal is to improve enjoyment of important films and literary narratives.

Outcomes: 

The students should be able to recognize the factors that go into converting a text to film. They will show their ability to analyze visual literacy and read filmic texts. Students will be able to debate and evaluate films as cultural reflections and source texts in a variety of ways.

DSE 7: PARTITION LITERATURE

Objectives:

The Partition of India was possibly the most heinous occurrence in the history of the subcontinent in the twentieth century. Thousands of innocent people were killed, millions were displaced, and massive migrations took occurred across the partitioned nation (India and Pakistan). It's critical not only to comprehend the backdrop and reasons for the partition, but also to examine the consequences for the people involved. Historical accounts may not be sufficient; imaginative fiction can assist fill in the gaps in our understanding of how these events affected people's lives emotionally. As a result, the goal of this course is to read literature that encapsulates the spirit of the age. Film screenings will also be held, as cinema can help depict both the tragedy and the consequences of these events.

Outcomes: 

After completing this course, students will be able to realize the gravity of the partition tragedy and understand how the trauma linked with it continues to affect the victims' daily lives and activities even today. The validity of literature in reflecting the truth of the human condition tends to be proven by historical fact transmuted by imagination. This is something that the course will try to emphasize

DSE 8: TRAVEL WRITING
Objectives: 

Nowadays, travel writing is a popular topic of study. It is concerned with travel writings that describe the ways of a foreign culture, which may be ethnocentric in nature or reverse ethnocentrism. The goal of this course is to read narratives of travellers' journeys from the past to the present. It includes works by notable travel writers from the Middle Ages to the present day. The course will strive to highlight the genre's problems, such as claims to the authenticity of the narrated events, the role of imagination, the ethnocentric lens, the element of awe, and so on.

Outcomes: 

The students would be able to comprehend the cultural dynamics of narratives produced by travellers. They'll be able to recognize the differences in representation based on gender, religion, and ethnicity. The students will recognize that travel narratives are usually ideological in nature, and so can only be considered representations rather than truth.
CO 17: ADD ON COURSE IN SPOKEN ENGLISH AND PERSONALITY DEVELOPMENT.

Objective: 

The objective of the course is to help learners know how to communicate with people using English language and to develop their writing skills most effectively as well as to have the beginners of English language in achieving the understanding of the language and enable them to cope with real life situation. The course will also help the students in personality development.

Outcomes:

After the completion of the course, students will be able to communicate with people in effective ways and will also develop a good writing skill. The learners will be able to equip themselves for professional situation such as interviews, groups discussion and office environments, important reading skills as well as writing skills such as report writing, note-making etc.
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
